Native Americans
The story of the Native Americans - or American Indians -is one that is unique, tragic

and inspiring. It is unique because the Indians were the original inhabitants of the American
continent and experienced every phase of its European settlement.

It is tragic because the conflict between the Indians and whites paralleled the experience
of peoples throughout the world who have come in contact with expanding, industrialized
societies. It is an inspiring story because the Native Americans, although lost much of their land
in the 19th century, have survived, have asserted their political and economic rights, and have

succeeded in retaining their identity and culture despite the onslaught of modern civilization.



Today Native Americans are full citizens of the United States. They are proud of their
own cultural heritage, which they are trying to protect and maintain. Marks of that heritage can
be found all over the United States.

Many of the names on United States maps Massachusetts, Ohio, Michigan, and Kansas -
are Indian words. Indians taught the Europeans how to cultivate crops such as corn, tomatoes,
potatoes, tobacco. About half of the Indians in the United States live in large cities and rural
areas throughout the country.

The remainders live in about 300 federal reservations (land set for their use). Today,
there are about 1.4 million Native Americans, which are believed to be more than there were,
when the first European explorers arrived in the New World.

The Houses of Parliament

Near Westminster Abbey on the riverside the Palace of Westminster, known as the
Houses of Parliament stands. These buildings were first built in the twelfth century and rebuilt in
1840 — 1867 and partly again after the Second World War. Parliament consists of the House of
Lords, where the lords sit, and the House of Commons, where the elected members of Parliament
sit. The House of Lords is larger in membership — more than eight hundred, but the House of
Commons has nearly all the power.

The six hundred and thirty elected members of the House of Commons meet in session in
Parliament. The members sit on two sides of the hall, one side for the governing party and the
other for the opposition. The Speaker is the chairman at all the debates in the House of
Commons. Lord Chancellor presides over the Lords. His seat is called Woolsack to show that
wool made England rich and powerful. People who visit the Houses of Parliament may sit in the
Public Gallery, looking down into the House of Commons, and listen to the debates. The central
entrance hall is usually busy with people coming and going to see the buildings, and others
wanting to see their Members of Parliament (M. P.’s).

Sessions of Parliament begin in November and last for about one hundred and sixty days.
The sittings usually begin at 10 a. m. and end in the late afternoon, but if Parliament is discussing
an important question, sittings may go on until late at night. All the time Parliament is in session,
a flag flies at the top of the Clock Tower, and when the House is still sitting after dark, there is a
light over the face of Big Ben.

English Town



Shanghai is a big city. Its population is more than 15 million people and it is still growing. The
construction company Hong Kong Housing is building an unusual new district in Shanghai. It
will be a little piece of England in the Chinese city. The name of the new district is ‘English
Town’. The manager of Hong Kong Housing, says that many people want to buy a house in
‘English Town’. ‘English Town’ is a bit like traditional English towns. There is an English
square and there are pigeons to feed like in Trafalgar Square, London. There are four English-
style pubs where people can spend time with families and friends. There is a canal and they can
row a boat there like in Cambridge. There is also a shopping street where people can find
traditional English food like fish and chips or Christmas Pudding. However, there are no cricket
fields in ‘English Town’ because nobody in Shanghai can play this game. But there is a football
stadium like those in England. The residents of ‘English Town’ can do some gardening too.
There is an English lawn in front of each house and there are long gardens with ponds and tall
hedges. There is only one problem with ‘English Town’. The houses there are very expensive.
Buckingham Palace
Buckingham Palace is located in the heart of London. It is the place where the Queen lives. It
also serves as a place for administrative work and official receptions. When the Queen is at
home, Londoners and visitors to the capital can see the Royal standard flying over Buckingham
Palace. British monarchs have lived in Buckingham Palace since 1837 when Queen Victoria
moved there. The interior of the Palace contains more than seven hundred rooms. It has the
Queen’s Gallery, a cinema, a swimming pool, a post office and a police station. About four
hundred people work in Buckingham Palace. They are chefs, cleaners, drivers and gardeners.
There is special staff that looks after the three hundred clocks, expensive pictures and statues in
the palace. Buckingham Palace’s garden covers 40 acres. There is a helicopter landing area, a
lake, and a tennis court in the garden. It is home to 30 different species of birds and more than
350 different wild flowers, some of which are extremely rare. The palace is guarded by four
divisions of Foot Guards wearing a special uniform of red jackets and black hats. The morning
ceremony of Changing of the Guard is still very popular with tourists. They enjoy watching the
guards marching in front of Buckingham Palace. Until 1992, the public could only watch the
magnificent palace from outside and wonder what was within. Today some of the rooms can be
visited during the Queen's annual trip to Scotland in August and September.
Squirrel Population Explosion Strikes Japanese

Squirrels dwelling in and around the forests of the capital city are destroying communication
lines and threatening to invade Tokyo. Japan has never been much of a squirrel haven. Squirrels
aren’t the fixture in parks that they are in many other countries and were seen more in zoos than

anywhere else. But for reasons yet undetermined, the population of Formosan squirrels, imported



to Japan from Taiwan before World War II, has tripled over the past 10 years. The squirrel
population explosion has been the most striking in Kamakura and other areas near Tokyo.
Possibly the biggest victim so far has been a subsidiary of Japan’s largest communications
company, which expects to spend several million dollars this year to repair telephone cables
damaged by squirrels in the greater Tokyo area. Farmers, priests and homeowners have a list of
grievances, ranging from squirrels stealing fruit and offerings at Buddhist temples to their
sneaking into homes and damaging the furniture. But the squirrels have many friends. Tourists
love watching the animals spring from tree to tree. And because the squirrels are luring tourists
near stores and cafeterias, they have earned the support of shopkeepers. Ichiro Seki, who runs a
snack shop at a Buddhist temple, held peanuts in his hands as squirrels clambered up his arms

and legs for better access. “They are good for business”, he said.

Lobachevsky State University of Nizhny Novgorod National Research University
Lobachevsky State University of Nizhny Novgorod is a large respected higher educational
institution. The history of the university is fascinating. The basis for its establishment was the
Russian Polytechnic Institute that up to 1916 was located in Warsaw. After the breaking out of
the World War I the Russian Polytechnic Institute was evacuated to the city of Nizhny Novgorod
and in 1918 it was announced to be converted into Nizhny Novgorod State University. In 2010
the University was awarded the title of National Research University for great achievements in
the fields of sciences and humanities.

Nowadays Nizhniy Novgorod University ranks among the best Russia’s leading
universities, being a modern teaching and research complex. There are a lot of faculties and
departments at the University and several new ones are organized each year. The basic ones are
the faculties of physics, radio-physics, chemistry, mechanics and mathematics, cybernetics,
philology, biology, sociology, law, economics, finance, higher school of applied physics and the
preparatory faculty.

There are three types of teaching at the University: day time, part-time and
correspondence department. All the pedagogical and scientific work is carried on by numerous
chairs headed by prominent professors and associate professors. The teaching staff of the
University includes outstanding scientists and scholars. Some of them are members and
Corresponding Members of Russian Academy of Sciences.

The University training is based on the scientific principles. Lectures are combined with
practical classes in different subjects. Students attend lectures, all of

them being compulsory, and make notes of them.



They also have practical classes in the laboratories, which are well-equipped with the
Internet system, fax, e-mail and the latest devices.

The academic year is divided into two terms. Apart from lectures, seminars, practical
classes, laboratory works, students take credit-tests and exams at the end of each term. Special
attention is paid to independent and research work of students. On completion of studies students
present graduation theses or take final state examinations.

Schooling used to be free of charge. But there have appeared a lot of commercial groups
where students pay tuition fee. The students who receive their education free of charge and who
pass their exams successfully get monthly grants!

A multi-level system of higher education is exercised at the University. This system
offers programmes to study for a Bachelor’s degree; it’s usually 4 years of studies, and then
comes a Master’s degree which lasts for two more academic years. The best graduates enter the
post-graduate courses and after successful defending their theses get the academic degree of
candidate of sciences. All departments of the University also provide wide opportunities for
research leading to Doctoral degrees, D.Sc. and Ph.D.
